A Working Group was established from these
three organisations with the Secretariat for
National Aboriginal and Islander Child Care
{SNAICC) being subsequently invited to join the
Working Group. These organisations formed an
interim Board charged with governance mafters
until the first Annual General Meetinq
(schedufed for 27 November 2OO2l.

Establishing a new national community
olganisation is hard work, chaltenging and
exciting. As you will see in the "Highlights of
the Year" section of this report, we have made
considerable progress in our first year of
existence and I feel we have laid a solid
foundation for our future. I am pleased to
report that Fcailies Australia has received a
strong mandate from the community sector
with just under three hundred organisations
joining as Associate Members and thifi
national peak organisations becoming General
Members.

Families Australia recognises that the
organisation is a 'new kid on the block' and
that there arE many gmups actively advocating
for particular family issues. When we are all
stretchcd for resources and time, it makes sense
for Fomilies Australia to complemenf what is
already happening, add str€ngth to initiatives
being mounted by otheE, and identifo issues
that have previously been neglected. Many of
the projects we have planned for next year will
build on those netwo*s and partnenhips and
continue to raise our prohle.

Finally, I would like to acknowledge and thank
our Board members for their involvement and
commitment and Anne-Marie Mioche, our
Executive Oficer, for her vision and
contdbution in establishing such a firm
foundation for Families A ustrdl ia.

We look forward to working with families,
community organisations, peak bodies, State
and Commonwealth Departments and all levels
of Govemment to promote the interests of
families.

HIGHLIGHTS OF THE YEAR

A key priority for Families Arstrclia in its
first year of existence was to ensure F4milies
Austrulia had a strong membership base and
achieved its goal to be representative of the
diversity of the sector. [t was also essential to
gain a mandate from the community to operate
in the family sector,

Despite some initial reservations about Families
Austrulio, the sector has been overwhelmingly
supportive of the development of Fomilies
Austrolia with thirty national peak
organisations joining as General Members
and just under three hundred organisations
and individuals joining as Associate Members.

This was achieved through an intensive multi-
pronged approach encompassing:

r a membership invitation letter to over
l3 000 organisations;

. a membership invitation with a
complimentary copy of the first edition
of our Bulletin;

. face to face meetings with key
organisations to follow up the
memberchip invitation.

Families Australio has also invited two
co-opted members to its current Board
(two positions are available under the
Families Australia Constitution). A position
was offered to Mr Robert Fitzgerald, former
President of ACoSS and currently
Commissioner, NSW Community Services
Commission, who agreed to join the Board.
An offer was also made to Anglicare Australia
who also accepted the invitation and will join
the Board after June 2002.

In March 2002, Fomilies Australia was formally
launched at Parliament House by Senator the
Hon. Amanda Vanstone, Commonwealth
Minister for Family and Community Services.
An invitation from the Minister to the launch
was sent to over 7OO organisations and
individuals and the launch was the focus of
some media. The launch, which was attended
by around lo0 guests, also provided an oppor-
tunity to release Families Australia's distinctive
corporate image, (in the form of posters and
information kits). Feedback on our corporate
image has been overwhelmingly positive.

A smaller 'welcome" was held in AuEust at our
new office in Barton.

Families Austrolia has developed a mailing list
of over l3 000 organisations and individuals.
Our Bulletin was published in June 2002 and
was extremely well received. The Bulletin is an
important communication tool for Fdmilies
Austrclio, letting organisations and individuals
know what Families Australia is doing and
seeking their input and comments. The second
edition of the Bulletin wil l be published in
Spring 2002.

Families Australio has also developed a modest
website which provides another avenue for
informing organisations about our activities
and seeking their feedback.

A crirical part of successfully establishing
Families Australia in its frrst year involved the
development of strcng links with community
otganisations, academic institutions, professional
organisations and others. A close working
relationship has been established with a number
of Commonwealth Govemment Departments,
including Family and Community Services,
Centrelink, Attorney Genenls, and Employment
and Workolace Relations.



Strategic Planniugl
Et Gouernance
A Strategic Planning session was
undertaken by the Board at its meeting of 7-9
December 2001.

A draft Strategic Plan 2002 - 2004 is being
widely circulated to our member organisations
and to stakeholdeE and will be finalised by the
new Board of Fomilies Australio.

Policy
Farnilies Austrolis is committed to the
dev€lopment of broad-based and relevant
policy.

This objective is important given the diversity
of family forms in Australia today, the
significance of €xtended families to the health
and well-being of families, and the
complexities of the current split of
rcsponsibilities between Commonwealth and
State and Territory Govemments. The focus of
the organisation will be on developing and
contributing to public policy which impacts on
families, young people and children nationally.

Forrrilies A1lstrolia has developed and is active
in a number of policy pdority areas. These
include the Arsfraliafls Wo*ing Together
policy implementation and, the Sfroflg€l
Fofiilies and Communities initiative, as
specified in our contract with the Department
of Family and Community Services.

We are also interested and active in the areas
of foster care and child welfare, Family Laws
Pathways, youth allowance, age discrimination
legislation, and mature age workers. We have
also maintained watching brieB on matemity
leave, refugee issues, disability support
pension, immunisation and ageing population
lssues.

Fa'//.ilies AustrcIia is working very closely with
the Commonwealth Department of Family and
Community Services and with the office of the
Minister for Children and Youth Affairs, the

Hon. Larry Anthony, on the issue of foster car€
and child welfare and believe that we have
made substantial progress on this issue. We
have developed a policy framework for the
child and family welfare area. The policy areas
were selected after consultation with the
organisations (over 800) repRsented by the
current Board. Policy development meetings
were arranged with the Boards of CAFWAA
AfCA, ASSAF and SNAICC.

Committees &
Reference Groups
our policy work is facilitated through our
representation on a number of committees and
reference groups, We are now represented on
the Centrelink Aufrolians Working Together
(AWT) reference group, as well as with the
Department of Family and Community Services
Evaluation of 'Helpitrg Porrents Retun to Worh'
Measure Steering Committee.

This year Families Ausfralic has also been
involved in the Commonwealth Department
of Employment and Workplace Relations
Consultatiotr Group on Ageing Workforce.
In addition, we are repRsented on the
Parcnting Quality Seruice Forum (Centrelink)
and on the Attomey General's Age
Discrimination Core Corrsultative Group.

Note I: Statement of signfficant accounting policies

The financial report is a general purpose financial report that has been prepaRd in accordance with Australian
Accounting Standards, Urgent Issues Group Consensus Views and other authoritative pronouncements of the
ArstTolian Accourrtirrg Standords Bootd and the rcquircments ofthe Aisoo:otiors lrcorporation Act (1991) of
Australian Capital Territory.

The financial rcpon is for the entity Fomilies Ar/stralio lncorporated as an individual entity. Fortiliei A|rstr4lio
Incorporated is an Association incorporated in Australian Capital Territory under th€ Associations Incorpotatlons
Act (l99t l.

The financial report has be€n prepared on afl accruals basis and is based on historical costs It does not take into
account changing money values or, except wherc stated, orrrent valuations of non-current assets. Cost is based
on the fair values of the consideration given in exchange for assets.

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the Association in the preparation of
the financial repo.t. The accounting policies have been consistently applied, unless otherwise stated,

The following is a summary of the material accounting policies adopted by the Association in the
preparation of the Rnancial report.

(a) Income Tax

No provision for income tax has been nised as the Association is exempt from income tax under Division 50 of
the Income Tax Ass€ssment Act 1997.

(b) Property, Plant and Equipment

Each class of property, planr and equipment is carried at cost or fair value less, where applicable, any
accnmulated depreciation.

Plant ond Equipntent

Plant and equipment arc measured on the cost basis.

The carrying amount of plant and equipment is reviewed annually by the Association to ensure it is not in excess
of the recoverable amount of those assets. The recoverable amount is assess€d on the basis of the expected net
cash flows which will be received from the assets employment and subs€quent disposal. The expected net cash
flows have not be€n discounted to their present values in determining recoverable amounts.

Freehold land and buildings are brought to account at cost or at independent or directors valuation.

Deprcciotion

The depreciable amount of all fixed assets are depreciated over the useful lives of the assets to the Association
commencing from the time the asget was held ready for use. Leasehold improvements are amortised over the
shorter of either the unexpir€d period of the leas€ or the estimated useful lives of the improvenents.
